CAL 20 COLORED SAILS

| admit to having hatched a plan to obtain
additional colored sails for some of the Cal 20s.
Since many have found the background
interesting, | am publishing it here for your ravie
and comment.

My primary goal is two fold: attracting new
members to the club and enhancing leisure sailing
in the harbor. Once upon a time | worked for a
boat company called Hobie Cat started by Hobie
Alter. This company produced more catamarans
with colored sails than had ever been made in the
history of the world. We normally sold more than
8000 sets a year. The company discovered that a
colored sail was vastly more successful attracting
new customers than white sails. Hobie’s
explosive growth was due to targeting leisure
sailing male/female couples. That group turned
out to be eight times larger that the racing
customers. Hobie Cat grew quickly and had a
market share in excess of 75%. Additionally,
pictures of Hobie Cats with their colored sails
were published everywhere. This was because the
photo editors like color and it was a welcomed
change from repetitive white sail image. It was
also found that people are naturally attractedhéo t
colored sail. If there were 3 boats on the beach
and one had a colored sail, spectators migrated
toward the colored one. Hobie Cat had found a
winning formula and ran away with the market.

In 1982 Hobie Alter was inducted into the Sailing
World’s Hall of Fame for introducing sailing to so
many people. More than 200,000 catamarans have
his name on them.

Due to escalating costs the leisure catamaran era
has passed and the small sailboat buying public
tends toward lower cost wind surfers which are a
performance, not color, driven product. However,
product color differentiation is alive and well in
today’s kayak market. Low tech plastic kayaks for
the leisure kayaker come in every color while the
high tech racing composite kayaks are white.

Colored sails on the club’s Cal 20s will work for
us for the same reason it worked for Hobie Cat.
We want to attract couples and families,
colored sails sliding around Pillar Point harbor
will draw the curious observer to the club.

To minimize the cost | obtained quotes for colored
and white cruising sails from a Honk Kong sail
maker. The sail maker has responded with a
volume discount for 4 or more sails and another
discount of 10% for payment before the end of the
year. Each sail set will cost only $585. To
minimize the budget impact Charlie Quest has
been soliciting contributions from the membership
to pay for the new sails. We hope to finance
100% of the purchase with member donations. So
far Charlie has raised half of the funds to buy the
minimum of 4 sails. It sounds like we will reach
the goal by the year end deadline. Please respond
to Charlie’s request in the holiday spirit; red and
green ($).
