LEARNING OUR ABC’s  
Thirty-one people showed up on Thursday, February 
22, to attend Watch Officer training from ABC* 
Officer John Hall.  The 2 hour presentation was 
interesting, informative, and answered a lot of 
questions that people have about the requirements and 
responsibilities of our Club’s liquor license. 
 
In a nutshell, what you need to know as a member: 

·  Non-members may not be served unless they 
have signed in and are wearing a name tag. 

·  Never, ever serve a minor.  If a person looks 
under 30, ask for and check their ID carefully. 

·  No one under 21 is allowed behind the bar. 
·  It’s perfectly OK to refuse service to a person 

who appears to have had too much to drink. 
Offer them coffee, a soft drink, and a ride 
home instead.  

·  A licensed establishment (HMBYC) is a zero-
tolerance zone for illegal drugs and illegal 
organic substances. 

·  Gambling in a licensed establishment is illegal. 
·  It is HMBYC policy that members wear 

membership cards or name tags to be served. 
 

The bottom line: drink responsibly, take care of 
each other, and be ever vigilant of the conditions 
and responsibilities that constrain the privilege of 
having a liquor license. For further information
