The time is coming soon for membership to make a 
major decision; to build or not to build the club 
house expansion.  There are risks and opportunities 
for either path that is chosen.  I ask you to come to 
the membership meeting this month to hear the 
update and ask questions.  Finally, there will be a 
follow up meeting in May to focus on just the 
building expansion and initiate the vote process.  I 
will summarize the information in the weekly Tell 
Tails the following week if you are unable to make 
the Membership meeting. 
 
To provide background for new members, HMBYC 
has been considering many plans to add on to our 
existing structure for a number of years.  A plan was 
finally adopted and the appropriate permit 
applications were pursued.  After many years and 
revisions the elusive permit was in reach.  However, 
in early 2007 the cost of the building had grown to 
near $600,000.  This was a stone we could not lift. 
 
 
 

The building committee did not give up; they 
regrouped and discovered that the county “might” 
accept a less costly redesign without requiring us to 
start the permit process over. A revised design which 
could be built for half of the original cost was 
drafted. 
 
In mid 2006 the revised building plan was submitted 
to the county. They have indicated that the redesign 
will be approved by June 2007.  To go forward with 
the revised design we must pay for our permit by 
late June or we will lose our coastal permit, the fees 
already paid, and the multi-year process starts all 
over again. 
 
In parallel to the resubmission of plans, the Board 
has been working to improve the financial position 
of the club should we decide to build the expansion. 
The board took steps to increase membership, 
expand revenue generating events, and start a youth 
sailing program.  These activities have been 
successful and will close the funding gap, but the 
building fund will still need contributions from 
membership to finish the project.  We should be able 
to say how much and for how long by the May vote 
meeting. 
 
I have answered many questions and received advice 
from the membership this year and it has helped 
guide this project.  To build the expansion will be a 
team effort and what I know is this: the HMBYC 
team can do it if they choose to do it.   See you at the 
club.
