Building Department, we are about to enter Phasettie interior décor.

The county of San Mateo was not to be deniedouihd additional ways
for HMBYC to support the building code, fire safetyd water drainage.
A few improvements were required on the curreniding and property.
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The remaining financing activities are:

» Convert the construction loan to a
mini-perm loan. This will occur in
May.

e Pay down a portion of $687k
balance from HMBYC cash
reserve. The pay down is still to
be decided based on the treasure’s
assessment of cash on hand and
budget status. It will transpire
concurrent with converting to the
mini-perm loan.
