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Beach Monitoring Volunteers Needed 
Greg Smith of the San Mateo County Water Protection and Land Use Program sent us a letter asking for 
volunteers to monitor water quality at a number of County beaches, including local spots such as Pillar 
Point Harbor, Montara State Beach, and San Gregorio Beach and Creek. 
 
County staff will train volunteers, provide sample containers, coolers, etc.  Volunteers are responsible for 
collecting samples on Monday mornings, delivering them to County facilities in Half Moon Bay or 
Pacifica.  The County then transports the samples to their public health lab in San Mateo. 
 
Greg’s note states, “In order to not overburden any volunteers, we typically only look for you to cover 3 to 
5 locations every other Monday.”  This is a great opportunity for individuals who want to make a 
significant contribution to keeping our cherished beaches free of pollution.
