On Saturday, February 17th at 3:15, right after  
the New Member Orientation, Bridget Hoover 
from Monterey Bay Sanctuary Citizen Watershed 
Monitoring Network Coordinator and Carolann 
Towe from the Surfrider San Mateo Blue Water 
Task Force will present information on the 
Monterey Bay Sanctuary Citizen Watershed 
Montoring Network.  The Network is a 
consortium of approximately 20 citizen 
monitoring groups that monitor the health of the 
watersheds flowing into the Sanctuary, which 
includes our beach.  The Network also coordinates 
two annual regional monitoring events; “First 
Flush” in the fall and “Snapshot Day” (Saturday, 
May 5th) this spring which collects samples 
adjacent to HMBYC.  They are also working on a 
proposal to track sources of contamination on 
Pillar Point outer harbor beaches (our beach again) 
and corrective actions.  Come and hear these 
dedicated scientists describe their work.  For more 
information:

CAL-20 SPONSORSHIP UPDATE 

 
On January 25th another lively and highly productive 
meeting was had by the Cal 20 Sponsors, directed by Charlie 
Quest and hostessed by Sirje Bewley.  The agenda included: 
-Worked out details of implementing identical rigging 
design for all 6 of the club’s Cal 20s. 
-Work out a way to get these boats out and used as often as 
possible, both leisure sailing and racing. 
-With a number of new members eager to join this program, 
the importance of keeping the original, formal group of four, 
which includes at least one experienced sailor, we assign “on 
deck” members to sponsor each group.  When we transition 
next December, the experienced sailors will step down, the 
current “novice” sailors will step into the experienced role 
and the “on deck” sponsors will become the learning or 
novice members of the formal sponsor group.  In the 
meantime, the ‘on deck” sponsors can participate in this 
program of boat maintenance, be part of the fun, sail in the 
boat when space is available and attend the sponsor’s 
meetings. 
-Train sailors in the optimal way to moor a Cal 20 at the 
dock and to side tie to another boat. 
-Sponsors signed up for which of the previously set, two 
dates they can work with the Cal 20 boat maintenance in the 
club’s boatyard.  The weekend plan included bottom 
cleaning, standing riffing assessment for need to replace 
worn out and unsafe parts, creating a shopping list of items 
for each boat, work on maintaining the Cal 20 trailers, build 
another boat stand, so we have another one when another 
fantastic Cal 20 deal surfaces, and produce a list of amenities 
for the dock committee to have in place to support the fleet.
